Elizabeth Hazen and Rachel Brown jointly patented one of the most widely acclaimed wonder
drugs of the post-Second World War years. Hazen and Brown’s work was stimulated by the
wartime need to find a cure for the fungus infections that afflicted many military personnel. [1]
Scientists had been feverishly searching for an antibiotic toxic enough to kill the fungi but safe
enough for human use, since, unfortunately, the new “wonder drugs” such as penicillin and
streptomycin killed the very bacteria in the body that controlled the fungi.

Grammarly’s feedback on word choice is another feature that has garnered mixed reactions. Its
suggestions often encourage conciseness and precision, traits that are invaluable in business or
academic writing. Yet, there are instances where the recommended substitutions lack the nuance
or contextual appropriateness of the original wording. For instance, replacing “considerable” with
“significant” might work in a technical document but could alter the tone in a narrative piece.
Such oversights reinforce the perception that while Grammarly is a powerful tool, it cannot yet
replicate the intuitive decision-making of a skilled human editor.

One of the platform’s more contentious aspects is its premium subscription, which offers
advanced features like plagiarism detection and deeper stylistic analysis. While these features are
appreciated by students and professionals alike, some users feel that the price point is steep for
what is essentially an enhancement of the free version’s capabilities. This has fueled debates about
whether the tool offers enough value to justify its cost, particularly for casual users who may not
require its full suite of features. Ultimately, while Grammarly has transformed how many
approach writing, its utility varies depending on the user’s needs and expertise. Its strengths in
grammar and tone analysis are undeniable, but its limitations underscore the importance of
human judgment in the writing process.
