PASSAGE 1:

Within twenty years of Alexander’s death in 323 his vast empire was divided up
between Macedonia (including Greece), the Macedonian Ptolemys of Egypt and the
Seleucids of Iran. In the beginning the Seleucids held much of the old Achaemenid
empire, excluding Egypt, southern Syria and parts of Asia Minor. Seleucus, one of
Alexander the Great’s officers and founder of the Seleucid dynasty, built two capitals:
Seleucia, on the Tigris in Mesopotamia (modern Iraq), and Antioch, on the Orontes in
Syria. The Seleucids adopted the basis of the Achaemenids’ system of administration,
and as heirs to the Achaemenids the state owned all the land. But they founded new
cities and rebuilt some old ones under new names, which were run along the lines of
the Greek polis, with its assembly of peoples, its council and its officials appointed
annually.

Greek colonies were founded as far east as Bactria (Afghanistan), and aspects of
Greek culture appeared in Iranian lands, including the Greek religion, which was
practiced along with other cults and religions. Greek, now the official language and the
language of the upper classes, replaced Aramaic, which had been the official language
under the Achaemenids. Greek was still spoken in Asiatic Greek cities under the
Parthian Arsacids, surviving in their inscriptions and coins for a couple of centuries. It
was not uncommon for Greeks and Macedonians to marry Persian women and settle in
Persia. Thus Hellenization took place without compulsion or a designated official
policy to promote it. Indeed, it was a two-way process, since the intermingling and
intermarriage of the peoples also led to the Persianization of some Greeks, even in
matters of religion.

PASSAGE 2:

According to the theory of Divine Grace, a ruler will be abandoned by God if he stops
being just to the people, and will therefore fall. This would normally happen as a result
of a successful rebellion (or a foreign invasion), the first example of which in ancient
mythology was the rise of Kaveh the Blacksmith and Fereydun against Zahhak. In his
turn, Zahhak toppled and killed Jamshid, who had lost Grace by claiming divinity.
Therefore, by definition, anyone who succeeded to the throne was presumed to have
Grace and his rule to be in that sense legitimate; and anyone who was brought down
was assumed to have been unjust and to have lost Grace. It follows that any rebel who
succeeded in overthrowing the existing ruler and replacing him would be presumed to
have farr, Divine Grace. In other words, there was no objective rule for succession,
such as being the first son of the deceased ruler; and the legitimacy of a rebel was in
effect measured simply by his success or failure. All this meant that it was never clear
who would accede to the throne after the death of a ruler. And that was why almost
invariably there was conflict over the succession, sometimes resulting in civil war and
chaos among different claimants.

The arbitrary power of the state in Iran—that is, a power not constrained by
independent laws and social classes—would become absolute in the hands of a strong
ruler such as Shah Abbas, but unstable and divided in the case of weak rulers such as
Shah Soltan-Hosein. Normally, it was not the strong and absolutist ruler who had to
face serious rebellion, however harsh his rule might be, but the weak and incompetent,
who was often confronted with the potentially dangerous actions and reactions of
society. It was, after all, the former who were supposed to be “just”, since they could
hold the peace, and the latter “unjust”, since they could not. Therefore, and precisely
because of the nature of arbitrary government and the position of the shah over and
above society by virtue of Grace, the shah’s character and personality traits played an
unusually important role in determining his fortunes and those of the country as a
whole.

The Olympic Games originated in 776 B.C. in Olympia, a small town in Greece.
Participants in the first Olympiad are said to have run a 200-yard race, but as the
Games were held every four years, they expanded in scope. Only Greek amateurs were
allowed to participate in this festival in honor of the god Zeus. The event became a
religious, patriotic, and athletic occasion where winners were honored with wreaths
and special privileges. There was a profound change in the nature of the Games under
the Roman emperors. After they became professional circuses and carnivals, they were
banned in 394 A.D. by Emperor Theodosius.

The modern Olympic Games began in Athens in 1896 as a result of the initiative of
Baron Pierre de Coubertin, a French educator whose desire was to promote
international understanding through athletics. Nine nations participated in the first
Games; over 200 nations currently compete.

The taint of politics and racial controversy, however, has impinged upon the
Olympic Games in our epoch. In 1936, Hitler, whose country hosted the Games,
affronted Jesse Owens, an African American runner, by refusing to congratulate
Owens for the feat of having won four gold medals. The next Olympic Games in
Montreal were boycotted by African nations; in addition, Taiwan withdrew. In 1980,
following the Soviet invasion of Afghanistan, sixty-two nations caused great
consternation to their athletes by refusing to participate in the Games. The consensus
among those nations was that their refusal would admonish the Soviets.
